Negotiations (Searles reporting for Chair Sam Drogo)

September 21st at 5 pm, the team and PA president are meeting at NYSUT 
headquarters to review the proposal with Labor Relations Specialist Jim 
Henck, who has been in communication with the College’s legal 
representation. The team has offered the College a number of dates of 
availability for negotiations and indicated to the College that it is ready to 
meet with the College and exchange complete packages, including 
financials. The team has further indicated that it expects the College to be 
ready as well with a complete package at the first meeting. The team is 
awaiting word as to whether the College will agree to meet on September 
28.
Political Outreach (Chair Mike Sewall)
· Both candidates that the PA supported in the primary for Oneida County legislative posts have won: Harry Hertine and Emil Paparella.

· President Searles and Mike Sewall will meet with County Executive Griffo to provide him with the same information presented to the candidates for legislative office during endorsement screenings. The information illustrates that the PA is not realizing the promised goal of salary increases to bring us in line with the average salaries at peer institutions. Searles and Sewall will also meet with Board Chair David Mathis, and Pres. Searles will meet with President Schafer to provide them with the same information.
· President Searles thanked the committee, in particular Mike Sewall for their time-consuming efforts in planning, conducting and following up on the endorsement hearings.
