2. Committee Reports
Community Outreach (Chair Jed Kimball)

a) The PA partnered with Team MVCC in Food Drives: 300 lbs. of canned food and 100 lbs. of dry goods were donated to the Rescue Mission, Utica Food Bank, and Rome Welcome Hall. Jed will write an article for the next PAnorama.
b) The PA is also partnering with Team MVCC for the Heart Run and Walk on March 6. A sign-up on campus for the college community and general public is scheduled for Feb. 24.

c) Tentative plans are being made to recognize “4-Runners,” who participate in two events and donate to the United Way and the Access Fund. 
d) The committee recommended a group page or fan page on Facebook for events announcements, invitations, etc. to better reach a segment of the PA membership. The E-Board felt this was a positive move. The committee will develop a policy for acceptable postings similar to the PAnorama publication policy. The president will enlist members to get the page up and going and maintain and monitor the presence.
