Additional Cyberactivity:


1.  Approved unanimously: Expenditure of $100 to sponsor a hole at the Michelle Adey [Golf] Open (which raises money to “ease the financial burdens of families with sick children”).  The “Hole Sponsor,” includes “a sign on the course, listing in the Tournament program, and company name on all volunteer tee shirts.”  
2.  Approved unanimously: Nominate Sam Drogo to receive the AFL-CIO Central NY Labor Council for the Third Annual Distinguished Service Award Dinner/“Samuel Gompers Distinguished Service Medal.”  Expenditure of $150 for the medal, $50 for a quarter page ad in the program. 
3.  Approved unanimously: Expenditure of up to $250 (for transportation/meals) for President Doughtie to attend the AFT conference on November 19-21 in DC.  The conference presents a national view of higher ed union issues and has sessions on negotiations, political action, membership involvement, etc. AFT will cover the cost of the conference, hotel, and Friday’s meal. 
4.  Approved unanimously: To expend $10 per member for the first 10 members who participate in the “One Nation March” for quality education in Washington, DC on Oct. 2, 2010. 
5.  Approved unanimously: Expenditure of $327.71 for costs related to the memorials for Sam Drogo ($113.75 for flowers at the service on campus, $120 for refreshments at reception after the service, and $93.96 for flowers for the Drogo family.)

6.  President Doughtie requested that E-board members not attending the Fall Leadership Conference consider representing the PA at the AAA Pinewood Challenge On October 2 at the Herkimer County Fairgrounds. The cars were made last year and can be reused.

7.  Approved unanimously: $225 for registration and related expenses for Justin Wilcox to attend the NYSUT Benefits Conference. Justin is a new trustee of the PA Benefits Fund.
8.  Previously, the E-board approved $250 (half the sponsorship fee) to co-sponsor the NYSUT ELL (English Language Learner) conference with the College. However, the College feels it cannot provide the other half because it believes it would put the College in violation of municipal law prohibiting contributions from public entities to union events.
