II. NEW BUSINESS

Save Rome Lab Fund

Pres. Searles and Political Outreach Chair Mike Sewall reported that at a recent meeting of the Oneida County Board of Legislators, it was announced that, in preparation for the next round of reviews in 2005, the OCBOL has established a fund that will support the county’s efforts to safeguard the Research Lab at Griffiss in Rome. The county has appropriated $25,000 to initiate the fund. As the future of the lab is crucial to the future economy of Oneida County, Pres. Searles asked for a motion to donate to the fund. President Searles will go to the Local President’s Council and ask them to also contribute and to ask their locals to do so as well. Bill Perrotti will ask the Labor Council to contribute. These requests will have more weight if the PA makes its own contribution. The PA’s action in the forefront of this movement will be an important demonstration of the PA’s commitment to Oneida County.

Motion: To expend $1,000 to be taken from the Executive Board Conference line as a donation to the OCBOL fund to save the Rome Lab.

This increase in stipend does not apply to the current committee, but to the new elections cycle.
