Committee reports

Benefits Fund (sent by Chair Paul Halko)

· The fund received ½ of its yearly payment from the College.

· The Committee has worked with Team MVCC on several events. President VanWagoner asked the two groups to make a joint report to the MVCC Board of Trustees on their combined efforts.

· The Holiday Food Drive was a great success with two full truck beds of food stuffs collected by the PA and Team MVCC. Maria Ramos’s classes donated several boxes. In addition, $170 was raised from the PA 50/50 raffle. The donation was made to the Rescue Mission.

· A successful Holiday party was held at Daniele’s on 12/11 with about 120 members attending.
· The PA Luncheon, which was scheduled for 12/15/10, has been changed to 12/14/10 due to a conflict with Staff Development Day. This scheduling conflict should not happen in the future. 
· New members have been given booklets and are signing up.

Negotiations (Co-Chair Ellis Searles)

· After the review of the member surveys and input from the Executive Board in October, the team members began researching and developing
draft proposals. Subsequently, the team has met four times to review and refine their work products. During this process, NYSUT has been providing extensive data, which the team has needed to develop and support its proposals. Labor Relations Specialist Jim Henck has also provided support to the team. January 14, 2010 is tentatively planned for the first meeting between the PA and the College to discuss ground rules and set a date to exchange packages.  The PA team is well-prepared and will have a final package ready in January.
Political Outreach (Chair Dave Katz)

· The PA will have a presence at the NYSUT and SUNY Higher Ed Lobbying Days and at both Committee of 100 days.
